Donations








There were many changes to the Municipalities Act on November 19th, 2015. These changes affect every municipality in Saskatchewan. 


Effective immediately, council members must file a Public Disclosure Statement concerning conflicts of interest, must establish an Employee Code of Conduct, and a Council Procedures Bylaw must be adopted. Because this bylaw deals with many different issues, it is to be made public. Therefore public notice is hereby given that the Council of the Town of Arcola intends to discuss the establishment of a Council Meeting Procedures Bylaw. Council will discuss and approve this new bylaw at their January 12th, 2016 meeting. 


Some other requirements that will come into effect in the New Year are a Code of Ethics that council must adopt, as well as a revised Oath of Office that every council member will have to file. Each one of these documents will be filed and made available to the public should anyone so wish to take a look. 


These changes were all brought on due to the Final Report of the Inspection and Inquiry into the RM of Sherwood No.159. These changes will help all municipalities, council and employees address situations of municipal conflict of interest that may arise in the future. 
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Once again our town maintenance workers will be going around picking up old Christmas trees. Residents can leave their old Christmas trees on the boulevard every Wednesday. They will then take them to the landfill, saving residents a trip. This service will only be provided in the month of January.





Renew Your Licenses








It’s that time of year again! Please come into the town office and renew your business, dog and/or cat licenses. 


Business licenses are required for anyone or business that does work in Arcola. The only ones that are exempt from getting a business license are businesses that own a building and pay town taxes.


So for example, if you contract someone out to re-shingle your house, they must come into the office and get a business license.


Dog and Cat licenses are also to be filled out and bought every year. These are $10 each. Please come with an idea of the date of vaccines, most specifically rabies. Once you have, we will give you a tag that is to be worn by your dog or cat at all times.
