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Budget- New Mill Rates








For Your Information





With major assessment changes this year, Council had to take a good look at the mill rate. It has become a very tough budget year due to Provincial Government cut backs, increased utility costs, extra engineering work, June flooding issues, and now lawyer fees due to a lawsuit against the Town. The finance committee had to meet several times to discuss how we were going to balance the budget without raising taxes to an unmanageable amount.


The mill rate for 2017 has now been approved at 5.5. The following are the mill rate factors for the different classes:


Residential- 1.2


Commercial-1.45





*For your information, the 2016 mill rate was 7.5 for Agricultural and Residential, and Commercial also had a mill rate factor of 2.2.

June Flooding Issues








On June 9th, the Town of Arcola experienced 4-5 inches of rain in less then 2 hours. Our sewer system simply could not handle that much water in such a short time period. Many residents have their sump pumps hooked into the town sewer system, therefore flooding our lines with storm water. Unfortunately, our lift station is not designed to hold all that rain that comes down, so the pumps cannot keep up and the lift station starts to flood. This calls for immediate action so that basements do not start to flood as well. With new council and a new Town Foreman this situation has not arisen yet so Barry McNeil, the previous Town Foreman, came to the rescue to help us get organized. We had to get vac trucks and 6” trash pumps to help suck/pump out all the rain water coming down the lines. Unfortunately, on Wednesday June 14th we had another 3-4 inches of rain come down. Because the ground was so saturated the water had no where to go so the situation became worse. We had to get vac trucks and more pumps once again to help with the volume of water coming down. The Town did everything we could to try and prevent flooding, but unfortunately there was just too much ground water. Not only did the rain cause issues with the lift station it caused issues at our water treatment plant as well. The surface water up at the springs (which we usually don’t have) is penetrating into our wells causing our water quality to drop. Until this surface water dries up we will continue to have water quality issues. This flooding is becoming an ongoing issue so council is in discussion about what we can do to try and prevent or help these kinds of situations.
