The primary cell is well on its way to completion, with the geomembrane liner scheduled to be installed starting middle of May. After the primary cell is complete and the force main is connected to the new cell, work can commence on the secondary cell.

Dog and Cat Licenses are Due! 





Do you have a dog or cat?


A reminder that dog and cat licenses are to be filled out and paid for every year! It only costs $10 and you will receive a tag. 


If your animal is lost it is much easier to find out who the owner is if he/she has a tag. If a dog or cat is caught running at large, and has no tag, it can be put into our pound. The pound costs are $50 per day, and after 3 days if not claimed and the bills not paid, the administrator can dispose of the animal. If the animal has a tag, we can contact the owner right away and give the animal back to them. 


We have only about 20 tags bought at this time, and we know there are plenty more animals out there! Please help keep your furry friends records up to date for our benefit and yours!
