Drinking Water- Quality and Compliance








The Water Security Agency and the Ministry of Environment requires that at least once each year waterworks owners provide notification to consumers of the quality of water produced and supplied as well as information on the performance of the waterworks in submitting samples as required by a Minister’s Order or Permit to Operate a waterworks.  


The Annual Notice to Consumers from January 1st – December 31st 2015 is now available for pick up at the Town Office. You can also find the form available on our town website under “Information for Residents”. Information such as the hardness of our water is available on this form so make sure to take a look.


Readers should refer to Water Security Agency’s “Municipal Drinking Water Quality Monitoring Guidelines, November 2002, EPB 202” for more information on minimum sample submission requirements. If consumers need more information on the nature and significance of specific water tests, for example, “what is the significance of selenium in a water supply”, more detailed information is available from:

Who can run?


Persons eligible for nomination must be:


18 years old;


A Canadian citizen;


Have resided in the municipality for at least 3 consecutive months and have resided in Saskatchewan for at least 6 consecutive months.














Every four years general municipal elections are held on the last Wednesday in October. 


The next general municipal election is to be held Wednesday October 26th 2016. Nomination day is scheduled for September 21st. 


Arcola has 7 positions available: 1 Mayor, and 6 Councilors so please consider running.

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Sewer System 





The Town of Arcola would like to remind residents that our sewer system is very delicate. 


On the morning of Tuesday April 12th our maintenance employee found a large quantity of oil in our lift station.  We did our due diligence and cleaned it up right away. 


We are very fortunate that we caught the oil that soon. If it would have all got to our lagoon it would be very traumatic for the town. Even the smallest amount of oil can kill all the good bacteria and turn the whole lagoon black. 


We want to remind residents that any type of oil is strictly prohibited to be put into our sewer system. Others items not to flush down the toilet or pour down the drain:


Baby wipes, rags, tampons, diapers


Grease, oil or any  household hazardous items 


Sticks, toys
