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Unfortunately we have hit a bump in the road pushing back our lagoon expansion construction quite a bit. With all of the rain it is causing ground water to fill up the new lagoon cell. We now have to do some dewatering which calls for trenching and pumping the excess water. The plan is to pump the water to the nearby creek which will then follow the normal water path. First we have to test the water to make sure it is safe, and then get written approval from Water Security Agency. This may take some time so it pushes everything back. We are optimistic though that construction will still be done before winter in late 2017.
