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We are pleased to announce that our town’s cable system is now in the hands of a long established, trusted, community-owned co-operative in Saskatchewan. As of October 1st, 2015, Access Communications Co-operative assumed operations of Arcola’s cable system. 


The reasoning behind this takeover was due to feasibility. It was no longer financially feasible for the town to run its own cable system. We were losing an average of $10,000 a year, and major upgrades were needed very soon. Due to the age of the infrastructure, CRTC was also pushing us to get numerous tests and reports done that were very costly. 


Overall we think that Access will be able to provide Arcola residents with better service, quality and much more for options.


Residents that are currently connected to the Town cable will be receiving new package information in the mail by the end of November.

With upgrades to our landfill we now have strict rules as to what can be burned. 


Only clean wood and leaves can be put in our burn pile. This means any wood with paint or stain has to be thrown into our garbage dumpster, therefore costing you per load.





As the cold weather approaches, leaves are falling and everyone is finishing up their yard work for the year. The amount of garbage coming in slows down, so we cut back on the hours. As a result winter landfill hours will be effective starting on November 17th:

2015 taxes are to be paid in full by December 31st or there will be a 5% interest added onto your account on January 1st. If still not paid, a 5% interest will be added on again on February 1st. If you do not know what your account balance is at please call the office.


If any residents have water and sewer bills that are outstanding, they will be sent a letter stating when they have to be paid by. If not paid by that date, the Town can turn off the water until payment is received. There will also be a $100 charge to turn the water back on as per our bylaw 23-2013.


For your information garbage pickup will not be on Friday December 25th due to Christmas. Pick up will be changed to Thursday December 24th instead!


Leaves, branches and garden refuge will no longer be picked up by Town employees for the rest of the year. We will continue again come summer 2016.
