For your information: This project would not be possible without the huge contributions by the two Government entities. We are very lucky to have received this grant as we were competing against all other towns/villages in Saskatchewan and Canada. Now our annual payments are approx. $75,000 a year compared to $226,000 a year if we had to borrow the whole $3.3 million. This is obviously a huge relief for council and all tax payers!

The tender has now been awarded to Site Energy Services out of Macoun, SK. You may be seeing a bunch of activity out there soon as construction is projected to start early in September. We are very excited about construction starting, and if all goes well should be completely done with the project in the fall of 2017.





As most of you are aware we have been given a $2.2 million grant through the New Building Canada Fund- Small Communities Fund for the expansion of our Wastewater Lagoon. The Federal Government is responsible for $1.1 million and the Provincial Government for another $1.1 million. The projected costs were at $3.3 million, so the Town is responsible for the other $1.1 million, which is being borrowed through Debentures

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Dutch Elm Disease








For Your Information





It’s that time of year again; our Municipal DED Inspector has gone through the town to inspect all elm trees. We had only about 11 trees confirmed with Dutch Elm Disease, which is a huge improvement over 2 years ago. All diseased trees on town property have been removed, and all residents with diseased trees have been sent a letter and a timeline to remove them.


Also for your information DR Tree Service will be doing Basal spraying of all elm trees between Sunday, August 28th to Sunday, September 4th.This spray is not harmful to humans or pets but as a precaution avoid contact with the sprayed trees for about 1 hour.


We thank all residents for their help as we are almost disease free!  Remember that you CANNOT transport any elm wood.  Using elm wood as firewood is illegal as it is the major reason DED spreads to other trees.
