All Recyclables in One Cart means no sort-
ing, bagging or tying recyclables: place all

material loose in your bin. Plastic bags are

to be placed into one single bag and tied
shut. Shredded paper should be bagged and

tied shut as well.

» Household plastic containers and bot-
tles - must have the recycling arrows
with a number (#1 through #7) on the
bottom. (A container with the arrows
but no number means the container is
made from recycled materials, but may
not be recyclable itself and cannot be
accepted)
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e Glass liquor bottles - Houschold glass;
clear, green or brown (please rinse and
remove lids). No cups, dishes, ashtrays,
window glass, mirrors, Pyrex, ceramics,

light bulbs or crystal

DO NOT RECYCLE - /f the following
material is in the cart it will either
unloaded or the cart will not be
emptied

e Any bagged material (excluding shredded

paper). This allows material to be sorted
later in the recycling process and reduc-
es the cost of processing

e Wax, food contaminated, or plastic

coated cardboard, cups or paper plates

e Soiled tissues, napkins and paper towels

or food waste of any kind
e Styrofoam or other foam packing

e Household garbage, organic, hazardous

or regulated waste
e Medical waste or diapers

e Hazardous material such as paint,

chemicals or solvents

e Ashes, dirt, concrete or other heavy

materials

e Construction material such as boards,
roofing materials and carpet
